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SAFE, SUPERVISED, childcare is of utmost importance. As schools announce plans for full or partial distance learning to
respond to COVID-19, working parents with school-age children are faced with the challenge of how to ensure that their
children are in a safe learning setting while they work—a challenge that is even more daunting for families with low in-
comes, families who face greater health risks, and families who face inequities in access to educational and health re-
sources as well as employment options. Unfortunately, these challenges are even greater because the pandemic has seri-
ously constrained before- and after-school programs along with the center-based and home-based child care settings that
usually provide after-school and child care supports to working parents.
